Contact details

Co-operation Ireland can claim back the tax element of donations made to our 
charity by PAYE or self assessed tax payers, which amounts to an extra 25% at no cost 
to them.  Should you wish our charity to reclaim the tax back on donations made, 
simply tick the Gift Aid box on the entry form.

Gift Aid UK Tax Payers 

Tax paid on donations of �€250 or more made directly to Co-operation Ireland by 
PAYE tax payers who are not directly related to the participant or to the participant’s 
spouse, can be reclaimed by our charity. The additional amount reclaimed by  
Co-operation Ireland will vary according to the tax band of the donor (e.g. 20% 
or 42%).   Should the donor wish Co-operation Ireland to reclaim the tax back on 
donations made, they should contact Co-operation Ireland who will forward the 
relevant form to the donor for completion.
